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What is Camp Bell?

Camp Bell
accomplishes this through a wide range of different program areas, each
offering hands on patrol participation activities. Program areas have both
traditional and living history atmosphere to them. Patrols visit a program
area for a good part of a day, participate in activities and instruction, earn
advancement and strengthen the patrol all at the same time. Patrol
Cooking is offered in the campsite as a means of building the patrol
method and strengthening cooking skills. Camp Bell offers a camping
challenge for troops and patrols ready for classic Scouting.

About 15
miles NE of Concord, NH.

tools, Tenderfoot and Second Class skills, nature observation and much
more. All based around Baden -Powell's first camp: Brownsea

e Agquatics: Largest lake on property, motor boating, tubing, water skiing, patrol
sailing, snorkeling, kayaking, swimming, lifesaving, patrol games.

e Bell Stables: NH Farming at the turn of the century, horse back riding,
western games.

e Logging Camp: visit the old lumberjack settlements and learn skills in
forestry, backwoods woodcraft, extreme lumberjack.

e Mountain Man: Participate in the lore of trappers and frontiersmen, black
powder rifles, tomahawk throw, field archery, leatherwork, survival in the wild.

e« Challenge Valley: Patrol challenge course, extreme obstacle course, COPE
— Challenging Personal Outdoor Experience.

e Search & Rescue: Backcountry preparedness, wilderness first aid, search
and rescue.

e Foxfire: Toy and instrument making, blacksmithing, basket making, metal
working, tinsmithing and candle making.

e Climbing Barn: Indoor climbing barn, rappelling.
